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Why This Manual Was Written

Prayer is certainly one of the hardest tasks in the Christian life 
though it is also one of its greatest privileges. Perhaps the hardest 
part of prayer is just to begin praying at all. But once we start 
praying another great challenge quickly arises: “How does one 
pray so that prayers actually get answered?” Scripture gives us a 
clear answer to this dilemma:

And this is the confidence that we have toward him,  
that if we ask anything according to his will he hears us.

1 John 5:14

This, then, gives us a key to answered prayer. And it also reveals 
how we can offer our prayers in true faith. We must pray 
according to God’s will. God’s will is revealed in many ways in the 
Scriptures but this manual focuses primarily on just two of those: 
Scripture Promises and Scripture Prayers. Since the promises 
of God reveal what God desires and intends to do, when we pray 
his promises back to him we are definitely praying “according to 
his will”.

The great puritan pastor John Owen believed so strongly in the 
link between God’s promises and prayer that he said,

“What God has promised, all that he has promised,  
and nothing else, are we to pray for”

John Owen Volume 4: The Work of the Holy Spirit in Prayer p.275

He went on to emphasize the vital role promises have in stirring 
our faith for prayer:

“We are to pray in faith and faith respects God’s promises.  
If therefore we understand not what God has promised,  
we cannot pray at all”

John Owen Volume 4: The Work of the Holy Spirit in Prayer p.276
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It is through the promises centered on Christ that faith springs 
to life and we “get in on” what is promised. Faith is essential for 
getting hold of each promise and yet, mysteriously, each promise 
actually generates the confident faith that is required to take hold 
of it in prayer!

Since then we have a great high priest  
who has passed through the heavens,  
Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.  
For we do not have a high priest  
who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses,  
but one who in every respect has been tempted as we are,  
yet without sin.  
Let us then with confidence  
draw near to the throne of grace,  
that we may receive mercy  
and find grace to help in time of need.

In the previous edition (edition #4) 1500 Scripture Promises were 
categorized for ready use in prayer. In this edition (edition #5) 
many hundreds of Scripture Prayers have also been added to the 
same categories along with many Faith Affirmations (prayers 
that confidently declare truth). These verses form the heart of 
this book.

A simple method is also explained to help people make better use 
of this resource, along with examples of what this may look like 
in various circumstances.

Care has been taken not to lift the verses from their context but 
to use them in the way they are used in Scripture. Every single 
verse has not been carefully scrutinized, however, so if you come 
across verses that you feel misrepresent the intent of Scripture, 
please contact me and I will seek to make changes in a future 
edition.

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A Proposed Method for Prayer

Our garage is loaded with many boxes of valuable files, letters, 
and documents but, because I have not set up an organized 
system to catalogue and retrieve the paperwork, the boxes sit 
unopened year after year. The same problem could easily emerge 
when trying to use this book. Hundreds and hundreds of verses 
of all kinds could seem a little daunting and overwhelming for 
most people.

How does one use a book like this for prayer? How exactly are 
individuals, small groups, families, churches, prayer gatherings, 
retreats, and even conferences to make use of a resource like this?

The following is a five step method for effectively using this 
manual. It is a very simple system that will make this manual 
easy to use and functional for anyone.

Throughout the manual icons will appear that represent one 
of these five steps to make it easy for you to locate and use the 
verses provided.

The five step prayer method is as follows:

 
1. �Praise God

 
2. �Confess Sin

 
3. �Pray the Promises

 
4. �Pray Scripture Prayers

 
5. �Pray Faith Affirmations
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 1. Praise God

The first category involves pondering Christ’s glory and God’s 
greatness and then offering our praise and thanksgiving to him. 
This is absolutely essential to cultivate a God-centeredness in our 
praying and to nurture faith for those big requests.

The icon illustrates our joy, adoration, and gratitude to God  
for all that he is and all he has done. This is the centre of all 
believing prayer.

 2. Confess Sin

After focusing on God’s excellence we reflect on how different we 
are from God in character and confess this to God. The cross of 
Christ provides the offer of complete forgiveness and cleansing. 
We confess not to begin the relationship (if we have already 
trusted in Christ) but in order to restore our fellowship with God. 
Our covenant with God is forever secure but communion with 
him is often interrupted by sin.

A heart pouring out its dark contents is intended to illustrate the 
essential practice of confessing our sins before God. Hearts must 
always be cleansed before they are able to pray.

 3. Pray the Promises

God’s promises are a gift to us that are intended to be used, 
not simply admired from a distance. The promises produce 
faith and are grasped by faith. Just as the promise of salvation 
and forgiveness of sins is received through faith, in the same 
way every promise in Scripture is received by faith. Some are 
conditional and some are unconditional. Some are delivered 
immediately and some are delayed. A few are unrepeatable but 
most are available to all believers (more to come on that). The 
promises reflect God’s will—what God intends to do—and we get 
in on the promises by presenting them back to God in prayer.

Let the power of the Lord be great as you have promised!
Numbers 14:17
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The icon depicts God’s promises coming to us from the 
Scriptures. These promises are gifts to us from God to be received 
by faith. We quote God’s own words back to him when we pray  
the promises.

 4. Pray Scripture Prayers

The Bible has hundreds of Scripture prayers that clearly show us 
how to pray. These prayers hold great weight with God when we 
pray them back to him in faith.

The icon depicts Scripture prayers ascending up to God. The Bible 
offers us many “inspired” prayers that teach us how to pray.  
We learn to make the prayers of Scripture our “prayer language” 
that we use when we pray.

Three Questions

Both the Pray the Promises and Scripture Prayers sections 
will be used to pray both for people “in Christ” and for those 
outside of Christ. When we Pray the Promises and Scripture 
Prayers we must ask:

1. �Who is the focus of this prayer?

	
 
�Is it a prayer for someone belonging to Christ?  
The dot inside the square represents those who 
believe and belong to Jesus Christ.

	

�Is it a prayer for someone outside of Christ?  
The dot outside the square represents those who 
have not believed and do not belong to Jesus Christ.

2. �What is their most pressing need?

3. �How does God’s word address this need?	
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 5. Pray Faith Affirmations

The final step is Faith Affirmations. This is probably the most 
widely neglected aspect of prayer that is taught in the Bible. 
Most people practice a very condensed form of faith affirmation 
whenever they say “amen” at the end of their prayers, though 
they may still not know what that means. The word “amen” 
means “let it be so”. It’s a way of punctuating the end of our 
prayers with a demonstration of faith in God. There are hundreds 
of faith affirmations throughout the Scriptures but they are 
found particularly in the Psalms. They are neither requests nor 
strictly words of praise. They are instead declarations about God 
and what he will do. They are verbal declarations of trust. They 
are expanded “amens” if you will. These faith declarations speak 
faith but also grow our faith when we use them.

The exclamation point expresses declarations of confident faith 
that stand on Scripture truths when in prayer.

 
Present to God

�The upward motion from an empty cup represents continuously 
presenting of oneself to God.

 
Accept from God

The downward motion to an empty cup represents continuously 
accepting God’s will when we don’t control, understand, or enjoy 
our circumstances.
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The Prayer Method at Work

In this section I would like to give an example of the method at 
work. I will guide you through each step to showing you how I 
use the simple system described in the previous section. There 
are several more examples applied to various situations found in 
the appendices.

Hopefully, the system, which is designed to be easily used and 
adapted by anyone, will help you use this book most effectively. 
If you think of this book with its hundreds of verses as the train 
that propels prayer, the five step system is like the train tracks—
it’s what allows the train to actually move.

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An Example of Praying About The Struggle With Sin

The personal struggle with sin is experienced by all of us. 
Thankfully, there is much written in Scripture to help us with this 
struggle, especially verses that help us pray through the struggle.

With any and every need, no matter how consuming it seems, we 
always first want to begin with a focus on God.

 Praise God

Since then we have a great high priest  
who has passed through the heavens,  
Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.  
For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize 
with our weaknesses, but one who in every respect has been 
tempted as we are, yet without sin.  
Let us then with confidence draw near to the throne of grace,  
that we may receive mercy  
and find grace to help in time of need.

Hebrews 4:14-16

I start by looking through verses on Beholding the Greatness 
of God (p.52) or the Beholding the Glory of Christ (p.41). I use 
the table of contents to find the pages where these occur.  
I’m looking for exalted passages on God that give me faith 
for the reluctance I’m feeling with regard to the whole prayer 
process. When I struggle with sin, I struggle to pray at all.  
I don’t want to pray. So I know I need truth that shows me Christ 
inviting me to come to him and assuring me he will hear me in 
spite of the sin I’m struggling with. As I look down the list I find 
Hebrews 4:14-16 and it fits perfectly.

I ponder the truth about Christ here, I let its truths speak to 
my unbelieving heart and create faith in its place. I too have a 
great high priest. He sympathizes with my weaknesses. He was 
tempted too and knows its power—yet he never sinned and 
yielded to it’s power. He invites me to his throne to find mercy 
and grace to help in time of need. As I ponder this my heart 
starts to worship. I go through each line and turn it into a prayer 
of praise and worship.
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 Confess Sin

For your name’s sake, O LORD, pardon my guilt, for it is great.
Psalms 25:11

You, our God,  
have punished us less than our iniquities deserved.

Ezra 9:13

Taking time to confess our sins is essential. It brings cleansing 
and restores fellowship with God. It reminds us how different 
we are from God and humbles our proud soul. It gives us an 
acute sense of our need that keeps us praying. It reminds us of 
what Christ died for on the cross and what our biggest problem 
truly is.

I go to the section in the table of contents and look at Promises 
of Forgiveness (p.71) and Prayers Seeking Forgiveness (p.73) 
and find some prayers that express the sense of the greatness of 
our sins before a holy God. I see what my sins deserve compared 
to what I have received. I pray these confessions but I also 
meditate on their truth.

 Pray the Promises

With weeping they shall come,  
and with pleas for mercy I will lead them back,  
I will make them walk by brooks of water,  
in a straight path in which they shall not stumble,  
for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn.

Jeremiah 31:9

At this point in the prayer I get down to the hard work of 
praying about the sin itself. To do this effectively, I need to 
find a promise of God that I can hold before God in prayer. The 
promise bolsters my faith in prayer and gives me something 
clear that I know is God’s will.
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And this is the confidence that we have toward him,  
that if we ask anything according to his will he hears us.

1 John 5:14

Again, I go to the table of contents at the front of the book and 
find the section, Promises to Believers Struggling with Sin 
(p.162). I choose a promise that focuses on what God says he 
will do to those who plead with him for mercy.

His promise is that he will lead me back, in a straight path.  
He will even bring refreshment to me by brooks of water.

I bring the promise to God in prayer something like this: 
“Our Father in heaven, You said you would lead us back and 
would fill our mouth with pleas for mercy. You said you would 
bring us back in a way that we won’t stumble or falter. Please do 
what you have promised! Do what you have said! Show yourself 
faithful to your word!”

 Pray Scripture Prayers

Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart  
be acceptable in your sight, O LORD,  
my rock and my redeemer.

Psalms 19:14

After praying for God to do what he promised, I look for a prayer 
that expresses the longing of my heart. In the section Promises 
to Believers Struggling with Sin (p.162), there are prayers 
about the same subject matter that occur right after the list of 
promises (this is the pattern throughout the entire book)—in 
this case, Prayers for Sanctifying Grace (p.164).  
As I scan through the list I find the prayer of Psalms 19:14 which 
perfectly suits my sins (heart hardness and unloving speech) 
and expresses my need. I decide to memorize this simple prayer 
and make it something I pray each morning as I wake up.
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 Pray Faith Affirmations

Our soul waits for the LORD; he is our help and our shield.  
For our heart is glad in him,  
because we trust in his holy name.

Psalms 33:21

For this Faith Affirmation I turn to the section on Promises to 
Those Who Trust God (p.33) under the section Building Faith 
By Meditation on God’s Faithfulness (p.31) because I want 
to express my trust. I need to verbalize my confidence in God. 
I tell God that I’m glad in spite of the struggle with my sin, I 
am trusting in him to help me defeat my sin. I speak this Faith 
Affirmation out loud in prayer. I want God to hear. I want the 
Devil to hear. I want my own soul to hear. It is a way of praying 
that pierces the darkness of unbelief with expressed faith.
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Why Scripture Promises  
Are So Important for Our Prayers

There are two words that are very powerful when used in prayer. 
These words are simply, “you said”. In Genesis 31:2, God makes 
a promise to Jacob. Involved in that promise is one of the most 
faith-giving promises in Scripture—“I will be with you”.  
A promise that means God will do us good and pour out his favor 
upon us! Then later, when in deep crises, Jacob cries out to God 
in prayer and reminds God of his promise to him. Listen to what 
he says:

But you said, ‘I will surely do you good’…  
and Jacob said, “O God of my father Abraham 
and God of my father Isaac,  
O LORD who said to me,  
‘Return to your country and to your kindred,  
that I may do you good.’

Genesis 32:12, 32:9 

The fuel of an intercessor is the promises of God. We remind God 
in prayer of what he has said and call him to be faithful to his 
word. Attaching God’s promises to people and situations is the 
very backbone of all faith-filled praying.

Some of us struggle with how to apply the promises in prayer 
correctly. Is it right for us to take promises given to the people 
of Israel or Moses or David, and apply them in prayer to our own 
situations? Basically, the answer is a qualified “YES”. Let me  
show you why this is so. In 2 Corinthians we find valuable help 
on this matter:

For all the promises of God find their Yes in him.  
That is why it is through him  
that we utter our Amen to God for his glory.

2 Corinthians 1:20 
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Not only is Jesus the ultimate fulfillment of all the promises, but 
he is the key to the promises. We could say that the promises are 
made ultimately to him and for him and about him. Now look 
how this applies a few verses later in this book. Remember that 
the Corinthian congregation was predominantly non-Jewish. 
But at the end of 2 Corinthians 6, Paul quotes several promises 
that were made centuries before to the people of Israel (see 2 
Corinthians 6:16b-18 and compare Leviticus 26:12, Exodus 32:27, 
Isaiah 52:11). Now note the astonishing truth that Paul says to 
this church after quoting these Old Testament promises to them:

Since we have these promises, beloved.
2 Corinthians 7:1 

In Christ, we receive the promises and can call them our own! 
Because they are in the canon of Scripture, and because they are 
part of Christ’s inheritance through his cross-work, and because 
we are also heirs of the promises in him (Gal 3:16,29), we too, in 
fact, have these promises for every dimension of our lives. 

In my own Bible, I have highlighted hundreds of promises in 
Scripture with a green highlighter so I can find them quickly 
and use them for prayer when needed. We all need to find a way 
to find promises and use them in our prayers for others. This 
manual is an attempt to help with that process.

How important and how powerful it is when God’s people say to 
him in prayer: “You said…”
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Four Important Truths

In order to pray promises responsibly and as intended by 
Scripture it is important to remember four important truths:

1. �Promises will only and always mean  
what they mean in their context  
and with the intent with which they were written.

The devil misused promises against Christ at his temptation 
in the wilderness, twisting the intent to tempt Jesus to be 
presumptuous. But Jesus taught us by his response that a 
promise only and always means what God intends it to mean.  
No amount of spiritualization can change that.

Then the devil took him to the holy city  
and set him on the pinnacle of the temple and said to him,  

“If you are the Son of God, throw yourself down,  
for it is written,  

“‘He will command his angels concerning you,’  
and “‘On their hands they will bear you up, 
lest you strike your foot against a stone.’”  
Jesus said to him, “Again it is written,  
‘You shall not put the Lord your God to the test.’”

Matthew 4:5-7

2. �Promises sometimes have a multiple fulfillment  
in the past, present and future.

Compare Joel 2:29-32 with Acts 2:15 -21 and with Revelation 6:12.  
See also Isaiah 7:10-16 and Matthew 1:21-23, etc.
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3. �Promises that are conditional  
always require fulfillment of the condition  
before the promise is granted.

Condition:
Offer to God a sacrifice of thanksgiving,  
and perform your vows to the Most High,  
and call upon me in the day of trouble;

Promise:
I will deliver you, and you shall glorify me.

Psalms 50:14-15

Condition:
Seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness,

Promise:
and all these things will be added to you.

Matthew 6:33

4. �Promises that are granted  
are sometimes delayed for many years.

But as for me, my prayer is to you, O LORD.  
At an acceptable time, O God, 
in the abundance of your steadfast love  
answer me in your saving faithfulness.

Psalms 69:13

Abraham, having patiently waited, obtained the promise.
Hebrews 6:15
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Living Before the Face of God

Just as there are set times of prayer, there is an attitude of 
prayer needed where one lives by faith in the presence of God 
continuously. It is living before God in worship while the mind is 
engaged in work, driving, or reading something online.  
It is “exulting in God’s name all the day” as we live in the light of 
his face:

Blessed are the people who know the festal shout,  
who walk, O LORD, in the light of your face,  
who exult in your name all the day  
and in your righteousness are exalted.

Psalms 89:15-16

This is what it means on a functional level to walk in the Spirit 
and to “keep in step” (Galatians 5:25) with the Spirit. 

But how exactly is this life of faith cultivated? Over the years I 
have found two actions of the heart very helpful—two “faith-
habits”. “Faith” because they draw their power and sustenance 
from Christ’s person and work on the cross. “Habit” because it 
takes time to build this spiritual instinct into our lives through 
constant repetition.

 Presenting Ourselves to God

The first of these habits is the faith action of presenting ourselves 
to God over and over again throughout the day. The key to this 
is to use daily triggers to remind and gently draw us into the 
presence of God.

This is how Jesus lived. He was in constant contact with his 
Father—sometimes in earnest all night prayer sessions and 
sometimes through continuously entrusting his soul to God:
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When he was reviled, he did not revile in return;  
when he suffered, he did not threaten,  
but continued entrusting himself to him who judges justly.

1 Peter 2:23

Just two verses before this in 1 Peter 2:21 we are taught that Christ 
left us an example so that we would follow in his steps. We are 
called not only to suffer as he suffered but to do what he did 
when he suffered—to entrust ourselves to God.

Therefore let those who suffer according to God’s will  
entrust their souls to a faithful Creator while doing good.

1 Peter 4:19

Later on the cross, Jesus again dramatically entrusts himself as 
he yields up his spirit to God: 

Into your hand I commit my spirit.
Psalms 31:5; Luke 23:46

What if we were able to turn the experiences of everyday life into 
faith triggers that remind us to entrust ourselves to God the way 
Jesus did? 

We could harness our boredom, feelings of stress, frustrations, 
disappointments, temptations, fatigue, the burdens that weigh 
down our hearts and feelings of hopelessness, etc. Whatever the 
pressure pressing down on our hearts at any moment could be 
used to remind us to present ourselves afresh to God. Rather than 
allowing these feelings and thoughts to accumulate in our souls, 
we could lift them up to our Father and entrust ourselves to him 
once again.

We have used the icon of an empty cup with an arrow pointing 
up to represent this heart action. It is an act of love and trust and 
worship, even when only lasting for a brief moment.

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 Accepting Everything from God

The second habit is much like the first but in the opposite 
direction. The first was active faith moving toward God.  
This second is a passive faith accepting from God whatever he 
deems best to give. This is not to be confused with fatalism or 
irresponsible passivity. Rather, this heart action is essential 
when we do not control, understand, or enjoy our circumstances. 
In fact, it is essential in all circumstances, but especially so when 
life becomes difficult.

Pray without ceasing, give thanks in all circumstances;  
for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.

1 Thessalonians 5:17-18

I have found it helpful to think of this using a two-circle 
illustration. The first circle (the smaller of the two) is found 
within the larger circle. The small circle represents what  
God has entrusted to our control. We might label this smaller 
circle “self-control”. We control what we wear, what we think, 
what we say, how we drive, how much we eat, etc. It might not be 
easy to exercise self control in these areas, but it is possible none 
the less.

But the larger circle is another matter entirely. This circle 
represents everything in our life that we don’t control. We might 
label this “no control”. In this circle we could put the weather, 
world events, the future, difficult trials that “drop” into our lives, 
what other people think, our innate intelligence, the degree of 
“success” that God entrusts to us, the limits of our abilities and 
gifts, etc.
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What is to be done in such cases? We can complain and resist 
and get discouraged by our lot in life or we can cheerfully, with 
peace in our heart, submit ourselves fully to God’s perfect plan. 
Whether prosperity or poverty, success or failure, popularity or 
obscurity, health or sickness, at the top of the mountain or at 
the bottom of the valley, whatever God has assigned to us, we 
choose to embrace—willingly and cheerfully, in submission and 
surrender to his sovereign plan. As the Heidelberg Catechism 
states so eloquently, “All things, in fact, come to us not by chance 
but from his fatherly hand.”

Only let each person lead the life  
that the Lord has assigned to him,  
and to which God has called him.  
This is my rule in all the churches.

1 Corinthians 7:17

This is really just another way of talking about God’s Providence 
and our godly response to it. We not only acknowledge that God 
is in control of all things at all times, but we freely submit to his 
will even though the assignment may be very difficult.

This is how Christ handled God’s will for him regarding his 
suffering on the cross:

Sacrifices and offerings you have not desired,  
but a body have you prepared for me;  
in burnt offerings and sin offerings  
you have taken no pleasure.  
Then I said, ‘Behold, I have come to do your will, O God,  
as it is written of me in the scroll of the book.’

Hebrews 10:5-7

My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me;  
nevertheless, not as I will, but as you will.

Matthew 26:39

My Father, if this cannot pass unless I drink it,  
your will be done.

Matthew 26:42
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The apostle Paul also lived with a firm resignation to God’s 
providential will (something he had to learn) and taught us that 
this habit was essential to living a life of peace and contentment 
in Christ:

Not that I am speaking of being in need,  
for I have learned in whatever situation I am to be content.  
I know how to be brought low, and I know how to abound.  
In any and every circumstance,  
I have learned the secret  
of facing plenty and hunger, abundance and need. 
I can do all things through him who strengthens me.

Philippians 4:11-13

We have used the icon of a empty cup with an arrow pointing 
down to represent this heart action. We accept from God what 
we do not control, understand, or enjoy. We let God define what 
is good knowing that all things are working together for good by 
conforming us into the likeness of Jesus Christ.

Providence is the almighty and ever present power of God  
by which he upholds, as with his hand, heaven and earth and 
all creatures, and so rules them that leaf and blade, rain and 
drought, fruitful and lean years, food and drink, health and 
sickness, prosperity and poverty—all things, in fact, come to 
us not by chance but from his fatherly hand.

How does the knowledge of God’s creation and providence help us?

We can be patient when things go against us, thankful 
when things go well, and for the future we can have good 
confidence in our faithful God and Father that nothing will 
separate us from his love. All creatures are so completely in 
his hand that without his will they can neither move nor  
be moved.

Praying with Faith

Lack of faith lies at the root of all poor praying,  
feeble praying, little praying, unanswered praying.

E. M. Bounds 

There are two common extremes when it comes to the exercise 
of faith in prayer. The first extreme is the “name it and claim it” 
approach which treats the one praying as supreme and God as the 

“genie in the lamp” who exists to serves us. The second extreme 
is the group that considers faith as something that starts the 
Christian life, but is “used” only occasionally after conversion. 
For these people the idea of praying with faith would, at most, 
mean praying something like: “if it be your will”. 

There are, of course, times where such acquiescence is the 
very model of godliness (See the section “Living Before the 
Face of God” at the front of this manual). To accept what God 
providentially gives displays great faith and trust in God. Yet 
it is not always so. Sometimes it displays a refusal to trust God 
for greater things; really just plain old unbelief masquerading 
as surrender (Mark 9:22-24, 28-29). There are more unbelieving 
believers than we might be willing to admit. Well then, what is 
real faith supposed to look like in our lives? And how is faith 
intended to function in our prayers? 

Here is a simple example that will hopefully make this a  
little clearer. 

A light switch holds no intrinsic power. Yet the power supply in 
the house only reaches the light bulbs when the switch is thrown. 
The switch does not power the light, yet it is the conduit that 
connects the real power to the bulb. So it is with faith. Think of 
how the Holy Spirit connected your life to the saving power of 
Christ. Did he do it apart from faith or through faith?
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Think with me briefly about two well known stories in the 
gospels. One involves a woman who touched Jesus in a crowd. 
There were many people pressing and touching Jesus as was 
plain by Peter’s answer (Luke 8:45) yet only one was healed by an 
infusion of Divine power. 

But Jesus said, “Someone touched me,  
for I perceive that power has gone out from me.”

Luke 8:46 

What was the difference between her “touch” and the others’? 
Only one person in that crowd reached out with faith (Luke 8:48)! 
Faith was the connecting point. 

Scene two: Jesus is in His hometown, but seems hindered in the 
display of His power among them. The cause is not presented in 
terms of God’s sovereignty (though God was certainly sovereign 
over the situation) but in terms of human unbelief. No switch to 
connect the power to the lights. 

And he could do no mighty work there,  
except that he laid his hands  
on a few sick people and healed them.  
And he marveled because of their unbelief. 

Mark 6:5-6 

So then how do we get the kind of faith that Christ is looking for? 
How do believers “grow faith” in God for praying boldly? Here are 
three wonderful sources that generate faith: 

1. The person of Christ generates faith. 

Study His life in the gospels and perceive how He reveals God 
to us. Here we behold the infinite and timeless Creator wrapped 
in human skin and living on our planet. In Him we see God’s 
heart to work on behalf of the needy (for example: Luke 7:12-15; 
Mark 2:4-11; Matthew 8:2-3; Matthew 15:22-28; etc). 

The faith which creates powerful praying  
is the faith which centers itself on a powerful person.  
Faith in Christ’s ability to do and to do greatly,  
is the faith which prays greatly.

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2. The cross of Christ generates faith. 

The redemptive “Christ-focused word” generates faith both for 
the brand-new believer as well as the long-time believer. The 
look at Christ on the cross in our place generates faith. For one, 
saving faith. For the other, sanctifying faith. 

So faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the word 
of Christ.

Romans 10:17 

The cross, in a particular way, reveals God’s heart for unworthy 
sinners. It reveals the incomprehensible measures He will take 
to rescue us. It reveals God to us as nothing else in all Scripture 
does. God does nothing that He isn’t. Everything He does reveals 
His intrinsic character. The cross reveals God’s glorious nature to 
us in all its splendor! 

The supreme moment of divine self-disclosure,  
the greatest moment of displayed glory,  
was in the shame of the cross.

D. A. Carson 

Many of us never move beyond the faith of “God can” (ability). 
But the cross surely shows us more of God than that! It shows us 
that God is not only able, but willing—“God desires” (attitude). 
But beyond that it displays in bold strokes that God will actually 
act on our behalf—“God does” (action)! Doesn’t the following 
promise declare this very truth to our often unbelieving hearts? 

If God is for us, who can be against us?  
He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, 
how will he not also with him graciously give us all things?

Romans 8:31-32 

Faith in Christ’s ability to do and to do greatly,  
is the faith which prays greatly.

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3. The promises of Scripture generate faith 

The promises assure us that God is a “rewarder of those who 
seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6; Romans 4:19-21; Hebrews 11:26; etc). 
Remember John Bunyan’s classic story, “Pilgrims Progress”? 
What was it that ignited the faith that released Christian from 
the dungeon of despair? It was a small key that he found in his 
pocket that unlocked all the doors of Doubting Castle. The name 
of the key was “the key of promise”. These promises include 
many wonderful revelations about who God is. Seeing the 
greatness of our God leads to increased faith in Him. 

Those who know your name put their trust in you, for you, O 
LORD, have not forsaken those who seek you.

Psalms 9:10 
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Faith and the Prayerful Use of Promises

The promises of God are rooted in the character  
and purposes of God:

Because of your promise, and according to your own heart,  
you have brought about all this greatness,  
to make your servant know it.

2 Samuel 7:21

Many of the promises of the Old Testament, made to Israel, 
are now for the Church:

What agreement has the temple of God with idols?  
For we are the temple of the living God;  
as God said, “I will make my dwelling among them  
and walk among them, and I will be their God,  
and they shall be my people.  
Therefore go out from their midst,  
and be separate from them, says the Lord,  
and touch no unclean thing;  
then I will welcome you, and I will be a father to you,  
and you shall be sons and daughters to me,  
says the Lord Almighty.”
